Network/Internet Acceptable Use Guidelines

Network/Internet access is available to students, teachers and staff in Dickinson ISD. The Internet is a
network connecting millions of computer users all over the world. The Internet enables worldwide
connections to electronic mail, discussion groups, databases, software, and other information sources,
such as libraries and museums. Dickinson ISD provides Internet access to promote educational
excellence in the District by facilitating resource sharing, innovation, and communication. Dickinson
ISD firmly believes that the valuable information and interaction available on the Internet far outweighs
the possibility that users may procure material that is not consistent with the educational goals of the
District.

Network/Internet - Terms and Conditions

Mandatory Training:

The District will provide training in proper use of the system and will provide all users with
copies of acceptable use guidelines. All training in the use of the District's system will emphasize
the ethical use of this resource. These training sessions will be required before access to the
Network/Internet will be allowed. With written approval of the campus principal or director,
district employees may apply for a DISD email account after signing the district AUG and
completing the training course for Internet access.

Risk:

Sites accessible via the Internet may contain material that is illegal, defamatory, inaccurate or
controversial. Although the District will make every effort to limit access to objectionable,
harmful or inappropriate material by using filtering technology and blocking software,
controlling all materials on the Internet is impossible. With global access to computers and
people, a risk exists that students may access material that may not be of educational value in the
school setting.

Monitored Use:

Electronic mail transmissions and other use of the electronic communications system by students
and employees shall not be considered confidential and may be monitored at any time by
designated District staff to ensure appropriate use for educational or administrative purposes.
This monitoring may include activity logging, virus scanning, and content scanning. -

User Responsibilities:

Internet users are responsible for their actions in accessing available resources. The following
standards will apply to all users of the Internet:

1. The individual in whose name a system account is issued will be responsible at all times for
its proper use. System users may not use another person's account without written permission
from a campus administrator or District level administrator.
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
