     The District's enrollment is approximately 6500 stu-
dents.  The ethnic distribution in the District is 46% white,
37% Hispanic, 12% African-American, and 4% other.  Eco-
nomically disadvantaged students are 53.8% of the total
enrollment.  Approximately  12% of students have limited
proficiency in the English language.  Approximately 83% of
seniors plan to pursue higher education. The graduation rate
is 88%.
